Descriptions for Squad Leaders & Assistants
1. SQUAD LEADER (Principal Teacher) 
· Qualification: baptized, mature Christian, and fluent English speaker
· Role: Serve as the team leader for their squad. Main roles are to care for the group, teach English using the Bible/other creative means, lead small group discussions, conduct one-on-ones with the campers, and coordinate with their assistants/helpers.
· Expectations as a Principal Teacher: Prepare three (3) English class sessions that are 90 min each according to the English Class Guidelines (and with the help of the assistants). The goal is to use the time productively and help the campers come away a step better in their English and in a God-centered manner (students come away a step closer to Jesus).
2. ASSISTANT (Skit coordinator) 
· Qualification: baptized Christian 

· Role: Assist the squad leaders in caring for the group and teaching English during the classroom sessions; coordinate group skit; and other duties as assigned.
· Expectations as a Skit coordinator: Prepare a script based on assigned Bible passage for the campers to prepare and practice from; and coordinate needed props. Squads usually consist of 10-12 campers.
